The initial work has involved the assembly

of the slewing track, base frame, power
packs and the control room. Three cranes are
supporting the build - two 250 tonne crawlers
and a 140 tonne mobile harbour crane.

Project manager Koen Brouwers said: “This is a
thrilling new chapter for Mammoet and modular
construction in heavy industry, as we see the
SK6000 taking shape. It will offer a hook height,
outreach and lifting capacity far in excess of any
crane on the market. We are excited to bring this
ground-breaking technology to our customers,
helping them achieve their project goals with
greater efficiency and more sustainably.”
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
