UK
workplace fatalities in 2000/01
increased by 34% to 295. Over
a third of these were in the
construction industry alone
and falls from height remained
the major single cause of
deaths.
The HSC has declared itself

“greatly concerned by the
increase in fatalities” and has

underlined that it is “taking
firm action to encourage
sustainable improvement”.
Even since the Plan was
agreed, the Health & Safety
Executive has increased its
target of proactive visits to
examine control of the risks of
falls from height.

almost absurdly low prices for
many years. Despite this, right
across the continent, individual
government enforcement
agencies and the EC itself,
continue to turn a blind eye to
the widespread misuse of fork-
lift trucks, telescopic loaders
and other dangerous means of
raising people off the ground.

Yet they continue to express
surprise and concern at the
number of people killed and
injured in falls from height.

“It is high time to stop
beating about the bush, grasp
the mettle once and for all and
introduce legislation to outlaw
the lifting of people above
three metres in anything but a
machine designed and built for
that specific purpose.

He believes that failure to
act, not only directly costs
lives, but also sends the wrong
message to industry: “This is a
classic case of government
inaction breeding contempt for
safety.”
